I am in awe of the excellence and countless 

hours put in by every single member of the Catch Me team to make this sterling 

and talented cast sing, dance, and look amazing in Frank Jr’s world.  This has 

been an incredible process, throughout which the whole Catch Me Cast & Crew 

has grown into a family; for a guy who knows what it’s like not to fit in - that alone 

is worth more than all the fake cheques in the world.
